The secretariat commented that the Scottish Museums Council’s document of good practice case studies of a couple of years ago, “Lasting Impressions”, was thought to present a smart and helpful approach to such a compendium – into/from from which studies could readily be added/removed, especially if the document was held/maintained electronically.
